Tournament Rules/Guidelines: 
 
Roster 

• Senior registered players will be allowed in Divisions 1 and 2 
� Maximum of 5 registered Senior players per Division 1 team 
� Maximum of 2 registered Senior players per Division 2 team 

• No Senior registered players allowed in Division 3 
• No Junior A registered players allowed in any tournament division 
• Maximum of 2 Junior OA, B and/or C registered players per Division 1 team 
• No Junior OA, B and C registered players in Division 2 and 3 
• Registered player is classified as a player on a roster as of January 10th, 2010 

 
Game Rules 

• 3 periods per game 
• Twelve minute stop-time periods 
• Slap-shots allowed in all divisions 
• There will be no ties, end of regulation tiebreaker process is as follows; 

� 5 minute, 3 on 3, overtime period 
� If still tied, then 3-player shootout 
� If still tied, then a sudden death shootout 

• Shootout rules; 
� 3-player shootout will have 3 different shooters per team 
� During sudden death shootout any player may shoot,  a particular 

player may shoot multiple times 
 

Team Jerseys 

• All teams must having matching jerseys with identical colours 
� i.e) not half a team with blue, half with black 
� i.e) not half a team with dark blue, and half with light blue 

• All numbers must be properly attached to jerseys (no taped numbers) 
 
Player Equipment 

• Visors optional 
• Shoulder pads are optional 
• Mouthguards are optional 
• CSA approved helmets are mandatory (strict) 
• All other mandatory equipment; hockey gloves, elbow pads, shin pads, hockey pants, 

hockey socks, skates (of course!). 
 

Division Placement 
Hockey Manitoba will place teams collectively 
based on player skill, average ages, past 
experience, and team preference.
