We have run our Breakfast Club for three weeks now.  We host one 45 minute session per week on Wednesday mornings.  We have consistently had between 24 and 25 kids show up with 5 to 6 coaches and 5 to 6 kitchen staff.

  

The coaches have the kids doing all kinds of drills which test their hockey abilities as well as keep them entertained!  The kitchen staff has decided to only serve hot breakfast which has gone over VERY well with kids and coaches.

Our local Community Centre board has agreed to pay for 1/2 the cost of the ice, Carberry Minor Hockey is going to pay for the other half, our local Community Foundation has granted us $1,000 for breakfast and our local grocery stores have also offered to help with the cost of food.  All of this on top of a few donations is keeping the cost to $0 for each player!

I know that my kids LOVE it and I have heard the same from lots of other parents.  I am quite enjoying my time with the other parents and seeing all of the smiling faces coming off the ice excited for breakfast - is also very rewarding.  Hopefully it lasts!
