
 

 

 
 

High Performance 1 & Development 1 - Certification Requirements 
 
 
**Certification Expires on January 1, 2019. You must have all your training / PD points for Certification by December 1, 
2019** 
 
High Performance 1 (HP1) "Certified" is required for; 

• Head Coaching Midget AAA, Bantam AAA, Female Bantam AAA, Female AA, Junior A, Team Manitoba (POE) and 
Canada Games.  

• Assistant Coach for Canada Games.  

Development 1 (D1) "Certified" is required for; 
• Head Coach for Junior B, Senior AAA and Manitoba Games. 
• Assistant Coach for Midget AAA, Bantam AAA, Female Bantam AAA, Female Bantam AA, Junior A, and Team 

Manitoba (POE). 

 
Based on when you completed your HP1 you will fall under a specific category which demands certain requirements to 
manage your “Certified” status. 

• Prior to 2010: 
o Making Ethical Decisions (MED) 
o Leading Drug Free Sports 
o Managing Conflict 
o Starting December 1, 2019 you must obtain 30 PD points over 5 years 

• 2010-2012: 
o Making Ethical Decisions (MED) 
o Starting December 1, 2019 you must obtain 30 PD points over 5 years 

• 2013+:  
o Obtain 30 PD (Professional Development) points by December 1, 2019 
o Starting December 1, 2019 you must obtain 30 PD points over 5 years 

NOTE: For MED, Leading Drug-Free Sport and Managing Conflict it is recommended that you attend an in-person training 
session before attempting the evaluation. Check the NCCP Workshop Calendar to see when the next training sessions are 
scheduled. 
 
 
To maintain your "Certified" status in HP1 you must accumulate 30 PD points over a 5 year span. D1 “Certified” requires 20 
PD points over a 5 year span. 
You can obtain PD points by visiting The Locker to access the following; 

• Self Report Active Coaching (Each Season): 1 PD pts Each (maximum 5 PD pts) 
• NCCP  in-person Work Shops: 5 PD pts Each 
• NCCP elearning: 5 PD pts Each
